We Need Expansion

All Preschool & Juvenile Programs capped,
often oversubscribed.

No staff or space for more classes for the
capped, oveisubscribed programs.

Program space too small for some
educational programming & rental groups.

Scheduling conflictsour limited spaces are
in demand.Intwo months, 22 out of 56 day
all rooms were full. 12 paying clients had
be turned away.
